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Student Activities;  Fund-Raising
Fund-raising 
Any individual, student club, youth group or adult organization wishing to solicit or generate funds in the school and/or for school-related purposes must have the approval of the superintendent of schools or a building principal.  Should a fund-raising project for a school related purpose involve solicitation of businesses and/or residents, the group's representatives must carry with them dated and authorized materials and forms. 
Groups desiring to raise money through fund drives in one form or another will present their written requests to the superintendent of schools or a building principal for their approval.  The approval will be based on the following criteria:

A.
How/where the funds will be used.  Preference will be given to those activities in which usage of tax money would be doubtful or illegal, such as trips and awards of a personal nature.  Any drive which seeks or tends to circumvent a Board decision will be rejected.  A definite goal for the expenditure of the funds received must be established.

B.
Quality of the product or suitability of the product sold.  Items which are overpriced or of an embarrassing or controversial nature to the school will be rejected.  

C.
The Board will not be responsible for any losses incurred.  Principals will need to approve locations and subject matter of all posters posted in the drive.
Should a fundraising project be intended to support a special competition and/or trip Policy 5307 should also be followed.

Money generated for any school-sponsored fund-raising group must be deposited, and records of transactions kept in the school district's activity fund.  When feasible, activity funds shall be deposited in commercial interest bearing accounts.
