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Non-NSAA Activities Event Request/Approval Process
The Pender Public School District finds that non-NSAA activities, special trips/competitions, and national trips/competitions can be valuable educational experiences.  All non-NSAA student activity groups desiring to participate in events must receive approval from the Board of Education prior to instituting plans and participating in the events.  The Board of Education will consider for approval or ratification of an application from student activity groups or programs provided the activity sponsors and students meet the following minimum criteria:

1) Student participation in the non-NSAA program is voluntary and does not count as a credit toward graduation.

2) The entire cost of the non-NSAA activity events will be paid by the student activity group, sponsoring organization, or district contribution.  Individual student contributions to the non-NSAA activity group may be required.  Students who choose to participate in the activity will be required to participate in fundraising activities.  THE FAILURE TO RAISE THE NECESSARY FUNDS TO PAY FOR THE ENTIRE COST OF THE PLANNED EVENTS MAY CAUSE ONE OR ALL EVENTS TO BE CANCELLED.  All monies raised for the cost of the non-NSAA activity shall be deposited in the Pender Public School Activity Fund.

3) Prior to student participation in the planned events, the sponsor has prepared and the administration has approved a written plan:

a) Identifying the certificated staff members sponsoring and supervising the events;

b) Identifying any booster club or parent organization assisting the sponsors with the supervision and fund raising for the events;

c) Identifying the persons who will provide supervision of the students;

d) Identifying the mode or means of transportation for the events;

e) A budget for the total cost of all events (including the cost of transportation and lodging);  SEE 5308.2 AR
f) A description of the methods to be used to raise the necessary funds for all events; and

g) The written requirements for participation in the non-NSAA activity, which written requirements shall include:

1. Grade levels involved in the activity;

2. Minimum academic achievement;

3. Minimum fund raising requirements that qualify individual students for participation in the events; excess going to support cost of such events;

4. Clothing and equipment needed and/or school uniforms or equipment to be used.

4) Written acknowledgement from each student that he/she has been provided the written requirements for participation in the non-NSAA activity.

5) Each student’s parent or guardian has authorized and approved in writing the student’s participation in the non-NSAA activity and participation in any required fund raising for the cost of such activity.

6) The Board of Education, through the Superintendent, in its sole discretion may authorize the use of school vehicles for transportation for such approved non-NSAA activity events; AND may authorize district funds to be contributed by the school district to the budget of such approved non-NSAA activity schedule of events.  These funds may include reimbursement for sponsor expenses.
This policy shall not apply to programs sanctioned by the Nebraska School Activities Association, which shall be governed by separate rules and regulations.

See Policy 5416 for information regarding the district waivers in accordance with the Public Elementary and Secondary Student Fee Authorization Act.

Prior to the regularly scheduled August Board of Education meeting, each non-NSAA activity will be required to submit 5307.1 and 5307.2 for the upcoming school year.  The Board of Education will grant approval based on completion of the requirements, appropriate and acceptable schedule of events, and available school district funds.  The Board of Education reserves the right to deny any or all planned events.
Examples of Non-NSAA activities include Vocal Music, Instrumental Music, FFA, Art Club, and Flames.
Programs that have both NSAA and non-NSAA events should follow this policy and include all events in which the program plans to participate.
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
