AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF CRETE, NEBRASKA RELATING TO ALCOHOL SPECIAL 

DESIGNATED LICENSES; TO AMEND SECTION 10-127 OF THE CRETE MUNICIPAL CODE 

TO REQUIRE PAYMENT OF FEE AT TIME OF APPLICATION FOR SPECIAL DESIGNATED 

LICENSE EVENT. 

 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CRETE, 

NEBRASKA: 

 

Section 1. That Chapter 10, Article 1, Section 10-127 of the Crete Municipal Code shall be amended as 

follows: 

 

10-127 Alcoholic Beverages; Special Designated License; Designation Of Agent 

 

Pursuant to the Nebraska Liquor Control Act, the City Administrator and City Clerk is are hereby appointed 

the agents for the City for making a recommendation and to approve or deny the application for special 

designated permit license to the Nebraska Liquor Control Commission. In making his or her 

recommendation, the City Administrator or City Clerk shall consult with the Mayor, Chief of Police, and 

City Attorney and follow the guidelines established by the Nebraska Revised Statutes and the ordinances 

of the City of Crete, Nebraska for the issuance of said license. Applicant shall submit payment with 

application for special designated license events in accordance with the Master Fee Schedule.  

 

Section 2. That the changes specified in the above section shall be codified as part of the Crete Municipal 

Code as stated herein.  

 

Section 3.  That all ordinances, parts of ordinances, or code provisions in conflict herewith shall be repealed 

and that any partial repeal shall not affect the other parts of ordinances or codified sections that can be given 

effect without the repealed parts.  

 

Section 4.  That if any section, part, or provision of this ordinance is for any reason held invalid, the 

invalidity thereof shall not affect the validity of any other section, part, or provision of this ordinance.  

 

Section 5.  That this ordinance shall be published in pamphlet, book, or electronic form and shall take effect 

and be in full force and effect from and after its passage, approval and publications, as provided by law.
