Superintendent, Jon Rother and Director of Operations, Russ Waring provided a preventative maintenance
agreement as prepared by Prairie Mechanical for the preventative maintenance of the HVAC system at the
Tecumseh site. Mr. Waring informed the Board of Education that the boilers have to be opened up every
two years for the inspection. The fees associated with the proposed agreement include a biannual
inspection and will include opening the boilers. Waring would like the Board of Education to consider the
agreement for a year in order to evaluate the benefits of such a program.

Maintenance Agreement for the term of one year in the amount of $5,860 from Prairie Mechanical as
presented.

The scope of work to be completed includes an upgrade to the HVAC system, replace interior doors and
address Fire Marshall codes. Work may begin prior to the end of the 2025-2026 school year. Requests for
bids for the projects will be let in March of 2026. The estimated cost associated with the projects
presented is $2,485,230 to include a 10% contingency.

The Board of Education reviewed the latest iteration of plans for a bond for new construction as provided
by Clark Enersen. The Board would like to present a bond for a PK-8 building but is still considering
project cost, gym size, music and performing arts spaces and wrestling practice spaces. Patrons are



encouraged to contact Board of Education Members with thoughts regarding the project. The Board of
Education and members of the JCC staff will meet with Clark Enersen to discuss the design.

JCC will be transitioning from Remind to ParentSquare for district
communication. Remind was purchased by ParentSquare and will no longer be
available to us. We will finish out the school year with Remind and make the
transition over the summer.

o Also, Dr. Firestone noted that Nebraska is increasingly becoming a
regressive state tax system. This means that “lower- and middle-income
families pay a greater share of their incomes in taxes than higher-income
residents.”

o The bill to provide vouchers for private schools lacks much detail. It is
simply seen as a way to get public dollars to private schools.



o The current Nebraska budget is not balanced and still holds with a $130
million deficit.

Amended to include LB 1013, it shifts students in custody (ages 11-19) from full Rule 10 public school
standards to lesser Rule 18 interim requirements, mandates unfunded virtual learning from school
districts, and risks transferring some youth to maximum-security adult penal settings. This heightens
abuse/trauma risks, undermines rehabilitation, and burdens districts amid proposed special ed cuts.
The changes threaten educational quality for vulnerable youth and jeopardize jobs/stability for over 70
teachers, many facing reduction-in-force or forced relocation (e.g., Kearney to Omaha).
