Blair Airport Authority Special Meeting - Budget Hearing
August 19, 2025

Agenda #1 — The Blair Airport Authority met in special session in the City Council
Chambers on August 19, 2025 at 6:30 PM and called to order by Chairman Johnson.

Chairperson Johnson publicly stated to all in attendance that a current copy of the
Nebraska Open Meetings Act was available for review and indicated the location of such copy
posted in the room where the meeting was being held. Notice of the meeting was given in advance
thereof by publication in the Enterprise or the Pilot -Tribune as shown by the affidavit of
publication filed in the City Clerk's office. Notice of the meeting was simultaneously given to all
members of the Blair Airport Authority and the agenda is filed in the City Clerk's office.
Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Blair
Airport Authority of this meeting. All proceedings shown hereafter were taken while the convened
meeting was open to the attendance of the public.
public.

Agenda #2 - Roll call of members — The following were present: Dan Hunt, Dave Johnson,
Faye Jones, Marty Rump. Absent: Wes Baedke. Also present were City Administrator Green,
Assistant City Administrator Barrow, and Non-Lawyer Assistant Ferrari.

Agenda #3 - Chairman Johnson opens a public hearing on the Fiscal year 2025-2026
Budget.

Agenda #4 - Review of the proposed Fiscal Year 2026 budget. — Airport Manager Green
presented the proposed budget for fiscal year 2026. This meeting is for the public to make
comments regarding the proposed annual budget. There is no action required. The total valuation
for the Blair area is $1,110,225,024, which is the lowest increase in municipal wide valuations in
the last eight years. The real tax taking would be $334,560.00. $244,800 is allocated toward the
debt fund and $89,760 allocated toward the general fund. The proposed levy request stands at
3.5%. The general fund focuses on the progression of ongoing and upcoming major projects. The
general budget includes 4.8 million dollars in federal funding for capital projects including the
land purchase, county road relocation and runway design project. Additionally, the airport will
receive $981,000 in state funding for the South Corporate Hangar Expansion. This year’s expenses
include a full year of salary for the Assistant Airport Manager. Green pointed out that the de-icing
materials are set at the 20% of the estimated franchise fees. He also stated the capital improvements
funds are for major expenses such as a runway gate, fuel farm upgrade, south corporate hangar
project, county road relocation, runway design and grading. The main challenge the Authority
faces is generating enough revenue from existing sources to support the non-revenue projects.
Discussion was held regarding inter-fund loans and the interest that could be associated with
borrowing these funds. Green is currently researching possible bond financing options to support
these larger projects. Airport Manager Green also reviewed the Debt Fund Budget indicating the
projected property tax revenue is $240,000. No new bond proceeds are expected but that could
change depending on how long-term debts are handled. The current outstanding debt is
$236,122.50 and $148,000 is held in cash reservices. As large capital projects move forward, the
Debt Fund will reflect the increasing financial obligations. Green noted, it may be necessary to
increase the current 3.5% levy in the future. Authority Member Rump summarized his




understanding of the budget. He indicated the authority has always been under the 3.5% levy and
the average for the last 5 years has been 2.99%. He would like it to remain steady and remain under
3.5%.

Agenda #4 - Comments from the public — Bud Shaw, 13232 North River Drive, Omaha,
NE, questioned if the cutbacks on the federal level have impacted any of the grants the Authority
has or will receive. Airport Manager Green indicated that so far there have not been any issues.

Agenda #5 - Chairman Johnson closed the public hearing - 6:58 p.m.

Agenda #1 — The Blair Airport Authority met in regular session in the City Council

Agenda #2 - Roll call of members — The following were present: Dan Hunt, Dave Johnson,
Faye Jones, Marty Rump. Absent: Wes Baedke. Also present were City Administrator Green,
Assistant City Administrator Barrow, Non-Lawyer Assistant Ferrari, and Heather Olson, Olsson
Associates, Inc

Agenda #3 - Approval of minutes from the July 15, 2025 Regular Meeting — Chairperson
Johnson amended #9(2): Hangar wraps corrected to hangar straps. Motion by Marty Rump, second
by Dan Hunt to approve the minutes from the July 15, 2025 meeting as amended.
Authority members voted as follows: Dan Hunt: Yea, Dave Johnson: Yea, Faye Jones: Yea, Marty
Rump: Yea, Wes Baedke: Absent. All members voted: Yea: 4, Nay: 0, Absent: 1. Chairman
Johnson declared the motion carried.

Agenda #4 - Financial Reports for July, 2025 - Motion by Marty Rump, second by Faye
Jones to approve the financial reports for July 2025 as presented. Authority Members voted as
follows: Dan Hunt: Yea, Dave Johnson: Yea, Faye Jones: Yea, Marty Rump: Yea. Wes Baedke:
Absent. All members voted: Yea: 4, Nay: 0, Absent: 1. Chairman Johnson declared the motion
carried.

Agenda #5 - Consider Resolution 2025-11 approving the proposed Fiscal Year 2025-2026
budget and appropriating the necessary funds for the operation of the airport. — Airport Manager
Green presented a proposed resolution to adopt the budget for FY26. The total certified property
for the taxing area is $110,225,002.24, which is the total amount that can be levied against. This
represents a 3.6% increase from last year, which is the lowest it has been in eight years. The
revenue requested by the Authority is $334,560.00. This number is made up of 2 separate numbers
1) $244,800 allocated for the debt fund and 2) $89,760 allocated for the general fund. Airport
Manager Green reviewed multiple documents reflecting these figures. He also clarified changes
between the published notice and final figures due to valuation changes. Resolution 2025-11 was
introduced by Authority Member Dan Hunt. Motion by Marty Rump, second by Faye Jones to
adopt Resolution No. 2025-11 as presented. Authority members voted as follows: Dan Hunt: Yea,




Dave Johnson: Yea, Faye Jones: Yea, Marty Rump: Yea, Wes Baedke: Absent. All members
voted: Yea: 4, Nay: 0, Absent: 1. Chairman Johnson declared the motion carried.

Agenda #6 - Consider Resolution No. 2025-12 to allow the Fiscal Year 2026 Budget to
increase the budget lid limit by an additional one percent (1%) from 2.5% to 3.5%. — Airport
Manager Green noted adoption of this resolution is an annual procedure. He proposed Resolution
2025-12 that would allow the Authority to increase the budget limit by an additional 1% from
2.5% to 3.5%. The Authority has the power to increase the budget limit to 3.5% with most of the
Board’s approval. Authority member Marty Rump introduced Resolution No. 2025-12. Motion by
Dan Hunt, second by Faye Jones to adopt Resolution No. 2025-12 as presented. Authority
members voted as follows: Dan Hunt: Yea, Dave Johnson: Yea, Faye Jones: Yea, Marty Rump:
Yea, Wes Baedke: Absent. All members voted: Yea: 4, Nay: 0, Absent: 1. Chairman Johnson
declared the motion carried.

Agenda #7 - Motion authorizing the Airport Authority Chair to execute the land purchase
grant offer for Airport Improvement Program (AIP) Project No. 3-31-0109-023-2025 with the
FAA. — Airport Manager Green presented a request for a motion authorizing the Airport Authority
Chairman to execute the FAA land purchase agreement that was previously negotiated. The agreed
price is $812,250. The FAA has authorized payment of 95%, making the Authority responsible for
5%. Green projected the Authority may need to seek interim financing for a short amount of time
prior to receiving FAA funds. The goal is to have everything approved, signed, documented, and
ready to be able to draw those funds when needed. Green reminded the Authority that the closing
on the land will occur once the crops are harvested. Motion by Marty Rump, second by Faye Jones
to authorize the Airport Authority Chair to execute the land purchase grant offer for Airport
Improvement Program (AIP) Project No. 3-31-0109-023-2025 with the FAA. Authority members
voted as follows: Dan Hunt: Yea, Dave Johnson: Yea, Faye Jones: Yea, Marty Rump: Yea, Wes
Baedke: Absent. All members voted: Yea: 4, Nay: 0, Absent: 1. Chairman Johnson declared the
motion carried.

Agenda #8 - Consider Resolution No. 2025-13 approving application for State Aid for
Phase 5 - Paving the taxi lane in the Corporate Hangar Expansion area and authorize the Airport
Board Chair to sign and submit the application form. — Airport Manager Green presented
Resolution 2025-13 approving the application for state aid for phase 5, paving and taxi lane in the
corporate hangar expansion area. The total projected cost for the project is $820,000. The state has
imposed a cap of $250,000 which is the full amount that is being requested. Green stated these
applications are vital as they benefit the airport in the upcoming year. This grant is a continuation
of the current project, and these funds will go towards paving the extension of the existing taxi
lane for new corporate hangars. It also sets the stage for Phase 6. Green noted that water lines also
need to be installed but paving is the current focus. Resolution 2025-13 was introduced by
Authority member Marty Rump. Motion by Dan Hunt, second by Faye Jones to adopt Resolution
No. 2025-13 as presented. Authority members voted as follows: Dan Hunt: Yea, Dave Johnson:
Yea, Faye Jones: Yea, Marty Rump: Yea, Wes Baedke: Absent. All members voted: Yea: 4, Nay:
0, Absent: 1. Chairman Johnson declared the motion carried.

Agenda #9 - Consider Resolution No. 2025-14 approving application for State Aid for 2%
match for the Runway Extension Project and authorize the Airport Board Chair to sign and submit
the application form. — Airport Manager Green presented Resolution 2025-14 approving a state




aid application allowing a 2% match assistance from the state when working on federal projects.
There is a $100,000 limit on this request and it needs to be completed in FY26. The FAA combined
both projects into a single package so this application will be a request for the full state match.
Resolution No. 2025-14 was introduced by Authority Member Marty Rump. Authority members
voted as follows: Dan Hunt: Yea, Dave Johnson: Yea, Faye Jones: Yea, Marty Rump: Yea, Wes
Baedke: Absent. All members voted: Yea: 4, Nay: 0, Absent: 1. Chairman Johnson declared the
motion carried.

Agenda #10 - Discussion and possible action regarding runway and taxiway lights. —

Heather Olson, Olsson, addressed the Authority requesting the Authority members provide
their preference regarding various lighting, equipment, and controls at the airport: 1) Runway and
Taxiway lighting — Maintain current pilot control system for both runway and taxiway lights; 2)
Wind Cone Lighting - Keep current time clock setup and investigate the possibility of obtaining a
new wind cone. Olson will check to see if an upgrade can be part of the scope; 3) Guidance Signs
— FAA will add a new LED on north connector and replace one on 13 end. Olson stated that all
will be replaced if it can be fit into the budget. 4) Runway End Identifier Lights — Maintain pilot
control to prevent distractions; 5) PAPI System — Will be kept on at all times but retain the option
to revert back to pilot control in the future if desired; 6) Beacon Relocation — If feasible move the
beacon from the current location along the highway and closer to the vault; 7) Interest in Retaining
Old Lights, Beacon, and Tower — Request the old lights/beacon/tower be retained by airport. Olson
noted there is a possibility the tower could be identified as a historical monument and therefore
could not be removed.

Agenda #11 - Discussion and possible action regarding revenues and expenses involving
the airport rental houses and the option to utilize the sites during the runway expansion project. —

Airport Manager Green indicated Assistant Airport Manager Corey has been doing
substantial research regarding the rental homes owned by the Authority. He has information to
share but unfortunately, he was unable to attend. This item will be postponed until the September
16" meeting.

Agenda #12 - Reports:

1) SkyWerx — Harrison Helms reported construction on Hangar D has been delayed due to
inclement weather.

2) Maintenance — 1) Storm Damage Report - Assistant City Administrator Barrow indicated that
9 hangar doors and one glider were damaged during the recent high windstorm. Assistant
Airport Manager Corey will address in further detail at the September 16" meeting.

3) Update on Current Construction Projects — Heather Olson, Olsson, provided various updates
on the current construction project. 43% of the dirt for the Southeast expansion was removed
but inclement weather has created significant delays. Storm sewer is scheduled to begin on
August 22", Olson shared updates from a recent meeting with FAA regarding predesign for
the runway extension design project. All parties agreed on the 1,300 ft extension and the end
of taxiway will be rounded as FAA no longer allows hammerhead-style turnarounds. At this
time, they are not discussing modification to the taxiway connection. The runway is being
designed for as a B2 large aircraft designation, but Olson is working to allow heavier aircraft



which would require 8-inch thick pavement. There is no guarantee that the FAA will approve
it. A concern during construction is the impact on the turf area used by the Soaring Club. Olson
was able to limit the grading to minimize intrusion into the area. Minor repairs will be made
to the runway including fixing random cracking, replacing joint sealant, and updating
pavement markings. There is no estimate timeline on how long the runway will be closed for
the project. Olson indicated that bids will go out to remove and replace asphalt sections that
are creating some issues with concrete. If the bids come back low enough, they could be
included in the project. Olson also reviewed a couple of areas that could be potentially used
for the contractor’s staging area. Finally, there was discussion regarding advancing the airport
from B2 to C2 and the additional requirements. The FAA is in support and discussion will be
ongoing.
