The Sky Is Not the Limit: Lessons from a Year in Space
Scott Kelly /// @StationCDRKelly
Retired Astronaut and Retired U.S. Navy Captain
New York, NY

During his record-breaking Year in Space, U.S. astronaut Scott 
Kelly captivated the world while laying the groundwork for the 
future of space travel and exploration. And while science was at 
the core of his groundbreaking expedition—it is his life lessons and 
personal stories from 229 miles above Earth and the path that led 
him there that provide such unique and valuable perspective on 
embracing risk and discovering one’s true potential to achieve the 
impossible.
  A veteran of four space flights, Scott was mission commander 
on several expeditions to the International Space Station and was a 
member of the almost yearlong mission aboard the ISS from 2015 
to 2016. During the 11-month space mission, he set records for the 
single longest space mission by an American astronaut…before 

returning to terra firma with fellow crew member Mikhail Korniyenko of Roscosmos. The 
goal of the mission was to better understand how the human body is affected by long-term 
spaceflight. He has written books chronicling his 342 days in space, including Endurance: A 
Year in Space, A Lifetime of Discovery and for children, My Journey to the Stars.

The Many Worlds of Quantum Mechanics
Sean M. Carroll /// @seanmcarroll
Research Professor of Physics, California Institute 
of Technology

One of the great intellectual achievements of the 20th century was  
the theory of quantum mechanics, according to which observational  
results can only be predicted probabilistically rather than with certainty. 
Yet, after decades in which the theory has been successfully used on an  
everyday basis, most physicists would agree that we still don’t truly 
understand what it means. Join Sean as he discusses the source of this  
puzzlement, and explains why an increasing number of physicists are 
led to an apparently astonishing conclusion: that the world we experi-
ence is constantly branching into different versions, representing the  
different possible outcome of quantum measurements. Sean’s research 
has focused on issues of dark matter, dark energy, spacetime symme-
tries, and the origin of the universe. He has now shifted to examining 

the foundations of quantum mechanics, the emergence of spacetime, and the evolution of entropy 
and complexity. Author of several books, his most recent is The Big Picture: On the Origins of Life,  
Meaning, and the Universe Itself.

Afterward, he earned a second Master’s degree in education and a PhD in adminis-
tration, planning, and social policy, both from the Harvard University Graduate School of 
Education. He began serving the Ferguson-Florissant School District as superintendent July 
2015.

Previously, 
she served the Pattonville School District as the director of Secondary Education and associate 
principal at Pattonville High School, as well as an assistant principal in the Rockwood School 
District. She began her teaching career as an AP chemistry and biology teacher in 2000 and 
holds an Educational Specialist degree in educational leadership and Master of Arts in educa-
tion administration and teaching from Lindenwood University.

Confluence of Equity and Education
“Arguably, the most pressing challenge facing U.S. education is to provide all students with a fair opportunity 
to learn” (Framework; NRC 2012, p. 282). This challenge is of great importance as we continue to 
embrace changing demographics in our classrooms, communities, and country. Our imperative is to 
maintain high expectations and broaden access and opportunities in STEM education to increase the 
likelihood of student success and to prepare them to compete globally.

He has instructed for Outward Bound, taught high school 
biology and chemistry, and directed an outdoor leadership and science program in San Fran-
cisco public schools. He holds a PhD in environmental science, policy, and management from 
the University of California, Berkeley.

Joe Petrick leads a team of passionate educators who customize field science adventures for 
groups of all ages. Prior to Teton Science Schools, Joe worked as an administrator, classroom 
teacher, and outdoor educator in Washington, California, Virginia, Maryland, and South  
Africa.

Assistant Professor, Pacific Bioscience Research Center
University of Hawaii at Manoa 

Weaving stories from traditional and contemporary scientific  
observations to explain the world around her—from micro to 
macro scales—Kiana hopes to advance our understanding of how 
we fit into and influence our place. The expression of these stories 
through movement, as was done traditionally in Hawaii through 
the art of hula (dance), enables the expression of emotion and spiri-
tuality that is vital to perpetuating indigenous science and increas-
ing comprehension, engagement, and enthusiasm of science in 

our students and communities. Expressing science in a cultural context through dance, not 
only better connects us to a concept or a place, but also engages the imagination by developing  
connections to that which we cannot see—the multiple layers of meaning and levels of knowl-
edge that cross disciplines to achieve deeper learning.

Visiting Scholar, Portland State University

Finding Our Way: The Science Behind Today’s GPS Revolution
Theresa Damiani /// @noaaocean
Chief of the Spatial Reference System Division at NOAA’s 
National Geodetic Survey (NGS), Silver Spring, MD

Theresa’s talk explores the science of GPS and mapping, how it 
allows us to quickly and easily find our way through the world, 
and the sometimes unexpected ways in which it is revolutionizing 
our society. And, as positioning science and technology continues 
to evolve, how it enables a not-too-distant future of autonomous 
vehicles and smart cities. Her scientific specialty is geodesy and 
geophysics as well as being a subject matter expert on airborne 
gravimetry and time-varying gravity, which includes research 

into kinematic GPS/GNSS and inertial positioning, gravimetric geodesy, tectonics, and 
crustal structure. Theresa has been a geodesist with NGS since 2009, when she was recruited 
out of graduate school to start up field operations for the Gravity for the Redefinition of the 
American Vertical Datum (GRAV-D) project. In addition, she was one of 120 finalists in 2016 
(out of 18,000 applicants) selected for in-person interviews with NASA for the next class of 
astronauts. She holds a PhD in geophysics and seismology from The University of Texas at 
Austin.

Saving Life, Saving Ourselves
Peter H. Raven 
President Emeritus, Missouri Botanical Garden and  
George Engelmann Professor Emeritus of Botany at 
Washington University in St. Louis

More than three times as many people (7.6 billion) inhabit the 
world now as they did when I was born (1936), and the demand we 
are placing on the productivity of our planet is approaching twice 
what it can sustain (www.footprintnetwork.org). Our numbers are 
growing at about 200,000 net per day toward a predicted 9.9 billion 
30 years from now. In consequence of these pressures, a fifth of all 
kinds of living organisms could be extinct within the next two or 

three decades, and as many as half, most of which are unknown scientifically, by the end of 
the century. We have a unique opportunity to make matters better by limiting our numbers; 
adopting moderate, fair consumption standards; empowering women and children everywhere; 
spreading love for all people everywhere in the world; slowing and ultimately halting climate 
change; and acting sustainably in our own lives, learning about change, and voting for people 
who are committed to understand and address the worst challenge humanity has ever faced. 
We cannot all be “the greatest” on a limited planet whose capacity we are already exceed-
ing—we manage the planet and its resources together. We need to seize this opportunity now 
before through neglect and selfishness, it is gone. In addition to heading the Missouri Botanical 
Garden for more than 39 years, Peter is a trustee of the National Geographic Society and chair 
of Committee for Research and Exploration.

The Role of Assessment in Developing a New Science Curriculum
Mary Whitehouse /// @MaryUYSEG
Chair of The Association for Science Education and  
Honorary Fellow at the University of York Science Education 
Group, UK

When thinking about developing a new curriculum, the assessment 
of that curriculum should be at the front of the developers’ minds. 
There are important reasons for this. Firstly, writing assessment 
items at the same time as writing the intended outcomes helps to 
clarify those outcomes for the developer. And secondly, the assess-
ment of the curriculum will signal to teachers what they need to 
teach. In this talk, Mary Whitehouse will use examples to show 

how the development of assessment alongside the curriculum content can be used to support 
the teaching and learning of science. Mary began teaching physics in 1974 in a large 11–18 high 
school in Cambridge, UK. After teaching in both schools and college, she became a leading 
member of the University of York Science Education Group where she led the 21st-Century 
Science and York Science projects. She is a Chartered Science Teacher and a Fellow of the 
Institute of Physics.

The district will not regulate or take any adverse action against an employee for holding a medical 
marijuana license.  The school district may take action against an employee who possesses a medical 
marijuana license if the employee uses or possesses marijuana while at school or during the hours of 
employment as per 63 O.S. § 424.  
  
Students whose medical condition requires the use of medical marijuana are allowed to access and utilize 
marijuana in accordance with state law.  School personnel are not legally permitted to administer medical 
marijuana to students.  The district will provide a private location for a caregiver to administer medical 
marijuana to students at school.  Oklahoma law limits who may act as a caregiver and any caregiver will 
have a medical marijuana license designating them to act on behalf of a student.  The caregiver is 
responsible for bringing the medical marijuana to the qualifying student and promptly removing the 
medical marijuana from the premises after consumption or use. 
  
Upon arriving at school, the caregiver will follow district protocol with regard to check in and departure.  
  
There will be no smoking on school premises of any substance 24/7 in accordance with the state’s no 
smoking act.  At no time will marijuana be grown or stored on school premises.  
  
School employees will not under any circumstances: 
  
a. Assist students in obtaining or using medical marijuana; 
  
b. Store medical marijuana for students; 
  
c. Take and/or use a student’s medical marijuana; 
  
d. Serve as a student’s designated caregiver, unless the student is the child or in the legal custody of the  
    employee.  
  
The district reserves the right to discipline employees or students who fail to adhere to Oklahoma law 
and/or the requirements of this policy.  Such disciplinary action will be addressed in accordance with the 
student discipline code and/or the standards of conduct for employees.  Employees may be subject to 
termination or non-reemployment.  
If a student has specific procedures regarding medical marijuana that are written into the student’s 
Individualized Education Program (IEP) and such procedures are consistent with state and federal law, 
those provisions will take precedence over this policy.  
  
Should the federal government declare that federal funds provided to the District are jeopardized by this 
policy or asks the District to cease and desist the implementation of this policy, this policy shall be 
suspended immediately and the District will comply with any federal guidance and/or directives related to 
this policy.

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General:​  There exists a correlation between the quality of a student’s performance, 
conduct, and appearance.  Therefore, all students are expected to be groomed and dressed 
appropriately.  Clothing and grooming must be such that they do not constitute a health or safety 
hazard.  Grooming and dress must not constitute a distraction or interfere with educational 
opportunities of other students. 
 

Principals, in conjunction with sponsors, coaches, or other persons in charge of 
extracurricular activities, may regulate dress and grooming of students who participate in a 
particular activity if the principal reasonably believes that the student's dress or grooming creates 
a hazard, or may prevent, interfere with, or adversely affect the purpose, direction, or effort 
required for the activity to achieve its goals. Clothing normally worn when participating in a 
school-sponsored extracurricular or sports activity may be worn to school when approved by the 
sponsor or coach. 
 

If a student's dress or grooming is objectionable under the above provisions, the principal 
shall request the student to make appropriate corrections. If the student declines, the principal 
shall notify the student's parents or legal guardian and request that person to make the necessary 
correction. If both the student and parent or legal guardian refuse, the principal shall take 
appropriate disciplinary action. The principal's judgment concerning the appropriateness of 
clothing is final. 
 

Students who violate provisions of the dress code and who refuse to correct the violation 
may be disciplined by removal or exclusion from extracurricular activities. In extreme cases, 
students may be suspended until the violation is corrected. 
 

Specific Prohibitions: 
 
The following are specifically prohibited: 

 
1. All shorts and skirts must be mid-thigh or longer in length. 

 
2. Fishnet shirts, tank tops, string or spaghetti strap tops, halter tops, tube tops, 

backless articles, and shirts or blouses that do not overlap skirts or trousers, unless 
worn over an appropriate sleeved undergarment. Shirts must cover the chest. Bare 
midriffs and shoulders are not permitted; one's cleavage must be unexposed.

6. Pants with holes above mid-thigh.  Pants must be worn in such a way that does 

not allow for undergarments to show.  Sagging is not permitted. 
 

7. Such accessories as bandannas, gloves, chains, ropes, straps, head scarves, 
sunglasses (inside buildings), etc. 

 
8. Blankets and pajamas at the middle school and high school are not permitted. 
9. Exceptions to the dress code may be made by the principal for spirit days or 

special activities. 
 

Student attire must be adequate to ensure a decent appearance. Traditional footwear must 
be worn at all times. 
 

With ever-changing styles, additional guidelines may be established to help maintain high 
standards. There may be changes, interpretations, or exceptions to the dress code as deemed 
necessary by administrators.  These changes or interpretations will be dependent upon safety 
conditions or situations that develop. 
 

Administration retains the discretion to approve deviations from this policy for legitimate 
reasons, including religious tenets and beliefs and health issues, as determined appropriate and 
necessary.

3. Reports/ Comments from Superintendent and/or Staff 

3.A. We hired a total of 23 furloughed federal employees. 
Amy Haberzettle deserves great kudos for doing one on one training with these folks to get them into the 
classroom quickly. We also got a call from the regional food bank and we opened up the high school to 
host the food bank even after the furlough ceased serving 20-22 families. 
3.B. Presentation: Ranchwood Elementary School 
Kristin introduced Candy Myers the music teacher.  She got a grant from the Oklahoma Foundation for 
Excellence and went to the Czech Republic.  Was with musicians 16-80 years old for two weeks.  She 
did a blog while she was away and a slide show. She grew technically and her 
students gained a lot through this journey. Mr. and Mrs. Rowe introduced me to the grant opportunity. 
Denton Behymer lead the 2nd grade pack in coin conversion lessons with Czech crowns and Euros. The 
third graders learned how to be copyists. Using ink and working by candle light they had to duplicate 
sheet music for the price of one Euro per page. The class blended online with small group activities 
beginning with Bach. Then the students made marionettes with Mrs. Ferris' assistance. 
3.C. Analysis of Midyear State Allocation 
While the district grew in Average Daily Membership and Total State Aid, through the State Aid 
Equalization Reductions our actual allocation was a loss of $786,759.00 from the state. 
With what we lost at the state and gained due to local growth, our budget is less $32,197.00. Mr. Wells 
asked if there is anything we can take to our elected officials to share our concern? Tomorrow is the 
Legislative Breakfast and you can ask them to hold charter schools to same funding formula. There are 
about 61 students in our district who attend virtual school outside of our school district for whom we do 
not receive funding.
