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AGREEMENT FOR PAYMENT IN LIEU OF ANNEXATION

THIS AGREEMENT FOR PAYMENT IN LIEU OF ANNEXATION (the “Agreement”) is made and
entered into as of , 2023 by and among the City of Crete, a municipality
incorporated and existing under the laws of the state of Nebraska (“City of Crete”), and Nestlé Purina
PetCare Company, a Missouri corporation (‘“Nestlé Purina™).

RECITALS:

A. Nestlé Purina owns property in Saline County, Nebraska that is situated outside the present
corporate limits of City of Crete, but abuts to property within the corporate limits of the City of
Crete (such Nestlé Purina owned property being depicted on Exhibit A attached hereto and
incorporated herein and such real estate shall be referred to herein as the “Nestlé Purina Subject
Property™).
