Music K-4

All Year Songs from different countries and cultures are taught as a regular part of the
daily curriculum in music class.  Folk songs from England and Ireland make
up a significant part of our vocal curriculum.  We also do songs and folk
dances from Russia, Australia, France and Denmark.

In conjunction with our theme of “Adventure Awaits” this school year, we
listened to some different music from indigineous tribes in the Amazon
Rainforest.

Emphasis is placed on music significant to African American History in
February.  This year, students sang “We Shall Overcome” and listened to
music from, and learned about, many famous black musical artists.  Some



artists we listened to were J.J. Johnson, Stevie Wonder, Marvin Gaye, and
Little Richard.  We learned how Rock and Roll music is a uniquely American
art form that developed through the mixing of cultures and musics in the
1950’s.

Counseling K-4

Health Unit During our health unit different types of meals are discussed. We talk
about that although a meal might seem disgusting to us, in other
countries it is viewed as normal and that we can sometimes learn from
others about how to eat more healthy.

All year During guidance class I use basic Spanish words to grow our students’
vocabularies. We also discuss that some students speak two
languages at home and if they don’t know what I just said, ask a
student who speaks Spanish at home for help.

Each guidance unit has bibliotherapy books that I borrow from the
school library to support our unit of study. There are books of different
cultural backgrounds that support our present learning.

The cost to refinish your high school gym floor would be $24,080.  This price 
includes complete sanding, repainting of lines and applying two coats of sealer 
and two coats of gym finish. 
 
The cost to paint letters and mascots would vary depending on size and style. 
 
The school would be responsible for hooking up our machines to the proper 
power source.
